Works produced by the studio are
shown not only in the major galleries of the world but also museums such as the National Gallery of Art,
MOMA, the Maison Européenne de la Photographie, the High Museum of Art and the Getty Museum.

Our services are utilized by clients including renowned artists Chuck Close, Annie Leibovitz, Robert
Longo, Jim Dine, Kiki Smith, William Eggleston, Lee Freidlander and many others. The studio also produces
exhibition prints for prominent institutions and organizations including the National Portrait Gallery, the
Smithsonian Institution Traveling Exhibition Service, the National Archives, The US Holocaust Museum
and corporate entities such as Hermes and DKNY.
